In addition to business and parcel information, customized demographic, consumer expenditure, 
business and workforce, and surrounding business counts reports for each property can be 
obtained, with accompanying GIS maps and detailed Pictometry aerial images.  With its 
completely unique aerial image capabilities, this interactive web site is the first regionally based 
business informational Web tool of this caliber in the country.
